Directions:  Choose four (4) of the following open ended questions (1 from each section).  On the separate sheet of paper provided, write the number of the question and your response.  Use as many details and references to the text as you possibly can! Each response should be AT LEAST one typed page.
Grading:  Each response can earn up to 20 points, for a total of 80 points for your completed assignment.

A1. What important lesson does a character in your book learn?  Use examples from the text to support your answer.

A2.  How does a character in your book change?  Use details from the text to support your answer.

A3. If the story were to continue, predict what would happen next.  Use details from the text to support why you believe this.

A4.  What could be another good title for your book?  Explain why using details from the text.

B1.  What was the author’s purpose in writing this book?  Explain using details from the text.

B2.  Choose two words to describe a character in your book.  Use details from the text to explain why you would describe him/her in that way.

C1.  Think about what this book says about people in general.  In what ways does it remind you of people you know or have read about?  Support your answer with evidence from the story.

C2.  If you could talk to one character from your book, what would you like to ask him/her?  Explain why giving references to the text.

C3.  Which part of your story do you think was the most important?  Use information from the story and your own life to explain why you chose that part.

C4.  Which part of the story was most interesting or surprising?  Use information from the story to support your answer.

C5.  Does a character or event in the story remind you of person you know or an event that you have experienced or read?  Explain the similarities and differences between them.

D1.  Find a passage from the text that uses imagery – the use of words that make the reader imagine what the characters see, hear, taste, touch or smell.   Choose two specific phrases that help you better imagine what the characters are feeling, etc.  Explain your answer.
D2.  Choose a character from your book.  Write an entry that could have appeared in his/her journal.  
D3.  Examine the values and beliefs of a character in your book.  How did his/her beliefs guide his/her actions?

D4.  If you wanted to describe how the main character changed, which event/scene would you write about?  Explain why using details from the text.
D5. Are there any examples of ethos, pathos, or logos in your book? Explain the passage from your book and how it exemplified one (or more) of these appeals.
